xi.  Opioid Prescribing Policy and Procedure
This policy provides a guideline for safe and effective treatment using opioid medications.
Prior to prescribing an opioid medication, the physician will administer the Screener and Opioid Assessment for Patients with Pain (SOAPP)® Version 1.0 - 14Q  which can be downloaded from several online services such as the link below:

The SOAPP Assessment will help the physician identify patients who will need long-term monitoring while on opioid medications.
If there is a concerning issue on the PDMP, the physician will have to discuss with the patient and make a clinical decision.
If a patient is prescribed an opioid medication, the physician will query the Physician Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP).  If there are not concerns on the PDMP, the physician will prescribe as planned.
Before prescribing an opioid for the first time, the patient will be urine drug tested.
The patient can be randomly urine drug tested at any time during treatment with an opioid medication.  The patient consents to this in the Opioid Consent and Agreement.
The written prescription is required by the office to have the dispensed amount written in words and numbers.  
No more than a 3 month supply of medication will be prescribed during a visit.
The date each prescription can be filled will be clearly written on each prescription.  These dates will be separated by 30 days and will read as follows: “Do not fill before ___________.”
The office will make a copy of each opioid prescription.  The patient will sign each copy to confirm the patient was handed the prescription at the time of the office visit. 
The copied and signed opioid prescription will be uploaded to the EHR.
